I
N THE BEGINNING God created the heavens and the earth. Now the

earth was formless and empty, darkness was over the surface of the deep,

and the Spirit of God was hovering over the waters.

T

is to be three hundred cubits long, fifty cubits wide and thirty cubits high. Make

a roof for it, leaving below the roof an opening one cubit high all around. Put

a door in the side of the ark and make lower, middle and upper decks. I am

going to bring floodwaters on the earth to destroy all life under the heavens,

every creature that has the breath of life in it. Everything on earth will perish.

But I will establish my covenant2 with you, and you will enter the ark—you

and your sons and your wife and your sons’ wives with you. You are to bring

into the ark two of all living creatures, male and female, to keep them alive with

you. Two of every kind of bird, of every kind of animal and of every kind of

creature that moves along the ground will come to you to be kept alive. You are

to take every kind of food that is to be eaten and store it away as food for you

and for them.”
